Calhoun in the 1830's was the largest town in the county due to the
presence of clays suitable for the making of jugs and other vessels.
After the discovery of a mechanical way to make these items at other
placcs the town declined and was surpassed by Clinton which acquired the
county scat and by Windsor to the east. Present population is around
300, |

The age of the cemetery has not been determined, The ecarliest death
dates seecms to be 1846 but could have been moved in at a later date.

There are geveral in the 1860's, a few in the 1850's; most from 1870 on.
There scems to be an unusually large number of stones showing birthdates
with the death dates blank, many of them being so early as to make the
posgibility of being still living cxtremely unlikely. Therc also seems to
be a larger than usual number of war veterans buricd here.

What is perheps the mogt unusuval stone therc is made of metal, 2
